David Caldwell, manager,
Cadillac Communiciations for
GM, said the news coming from
the Consumer Reports survey
was most heartening.

EPA Tells Kia,

Testing by the U.S. Environ-
mental Protection Agency (EPA)
has found discrepancies between
agency results and data submitted
by Hyundai Motors America and
Kia Motors America.

Because of the test results, the
two automakers will lower their
fuel economy mpg estimates for
the majority of their model year
2012 and 2013 models, according
to a Nov. 1 EPA announcement.

The two auto companies plan
for cars currently on dealer lots to
be re-labeled with new window
stickers reflecting the corrected
mileage estimates.

The mileage on most vehicle
labels will be reduced by one to
two mpg, and the largest adjust-
ment will be six mpg highway for
the Kia Soul.

“Consumers rely on the win-
dow sticker to help make informed
choices about the cars they buy,”
said Gina McCarthy, assistant ad-
ministrator for EPA’s Office of Air
and Radiation. “EPA’s investiga-

tion will help protect consumers
and ensure a level playing field
among automakers.”

The EPA routinely tests vehi-
cles — 150 to 200 a year, or about
15 percent of the possible vehi-
cle configurations — to ensure
that their performance matches
the mileage and emissions data
required to be submitted to EPA
by automakers.
