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‘Cruisin’ Gratiot’ Supports Local Charities

The 15th annual “Cruisin’ Gra-
tiot” car celebration begins Tues-
day, June 11.

Cruisin’ Gratiot is an annual,
week-long celebration of automo-
tive history, tradition and memo-
rabilia in Eastpointe.

The events include many car
shows, contests and family out-
ings, all culminating in a day-long
extravaganza centering on one of
the most time-honored traditions
in Detroit history — cruising Gra-
tiot Avenue.

The event, part of Au-
topalooza, begins with a car
show at the Cloverleaf Bar and
Restaurant on Gratiot in East-
pointe on Tuesday, June 11. The
four-hour car show begins at 4
p.m.

Another car show will be held
on Wednesday, June 12, at the
First State Bank on Nine Mile and
Gratiot in Eastpointe. It goes
from 4 to 8 p.m.

A third car show will surface
on Thursday on Gratiot in East-
pointe by the Villa Restaurant
and WOW Electronics between 4
and 8 p.m.

The car show crowd moves to
East Detroit High School, at the
corner of Gratiot and Couzens in
Eastpointe, on Friday. Again, the
hours are 4 to 8 p.m.

A parade will be featured on
Saturday at 1 p.m. Event
spokesperson Karen Arondski,
said that the Saturday cruise,
which is on Gratiot in Eastpointe

between 8 and 10 Mile roads,
starts early.

“We see people beginning to
cruise at 6 a.m.,” Arondski said.
“We have a dedicated lane on
Gratiot for cruisers. People set
up chairs on the median and
watch, and all of the money
raised goes to several local chari-
ties in the area. We're all volun-
teers, so once expenses are
done, the money goes to help
those who need help.”

Arondski said there would also
be an “Idol” singing contest this
year as well. There will be four
divisions — youth, ages six to 12;
teen, ages 13 to 17; adult male
and adult female.

The two youngest divisions
will be completed before the
main cruising events take place.
The adult finals are on Saturday
at East Detroit High School.

“This year, there will be prize
money for each category,”
Arondski. “First place is $1,000,
second is $500 and third is $250.”

Arondski expects more than
100,000 people to attend at least
one event and between 4,000 and
5,000 classic cars to participate
in at least one car show and the
cruise.

Event sponsors include Faygo,
Anderson Eckstein and Westrick,
WOW Electronics, Villa Restau-
rants and Sam’s Club.
