
The Detroit Symphony Orches-
tra (DSO) is taking a Florida tour
this winter, as the result of a
$400,000 GM Foundation grant.

The orchestra, led by Music Di-
rector Leonard Slatkin, will per-
form with Van Cliburn Interna-
tional Piano Competition Gold
Medalist Olga Kern and Grammy
Award-winning violinist Hilary
Hahn during a tour of Southern
Florida Feb. 25 to March 4.

Slatkin and the orchestra also
toured Florida in 2010 with ac-
claimed cellist Sol Gabetta, said
the DSO’s Gabrielle Poshadio.

“Touring, domestic or other-
wise, is an imperative part of
sharing this orchestra’s art with
a broad and diverse audience,”
said Slatkin. “Thanks to the gen-
erosity of the GM Foundation, the

DSO will be on the road for the
third time in a year. We’re really
looking forward to seeing our
friends in Florida again.”

Over the last decade, the GM
Foundation has donated more
than $84 million to support De-
troit nonprofit organizations and
cultural institutions, including
nearly $2 million to help the DSO
bring its passionate performanc-
es to Detroit, and to New York’s
Carnegie Hall, where they per-
formed in April 2013.

“The GM Foundation is com-
mitted to showcasing the best of
Detroit to stakeholders across
the country,” said GM Founda-
tion President Vivian Pickard.
“The DSO is one of the city’s
finest jewels and this tour will
build upon Detroit’s national rep-

utation of having the finest musi-
cians and live entertainment.”

Performances will include
Gould’s Spirituals for Orchestra –
in celebration of the composer’s
100th birthda – Prokofiev’s Piano
Concerto No. 1 (featuring Olga
Kern), Brahms’ Violin Concerto
(featuring Hilary Hahn), Brahms’
Symphony No. 4, Tchaikovsky’s

Symphony No. 5, Rachmaninoff’s
Rhapsody on a Theme by Pagani-
ni (featuring Olga Kern), and
three pieces by Ravel: Mother
Goose Suite, Pavane for a Dead
Princess, and Bolero.

Crow to Sing at Preview
Ford Motor Company’s com-

mercial customers now have a
new shopping resource designed
just for fleet owners and opera-
tors.

The Ford Fleet app for iPad –
now available at the Apple
iTunes App StoreSM – brings the
full catalog of Ford and Lincoln
vehicles to the tablet and, once
downloaded, is accessible at any
time without Wi-Fi or cellular
connectivity.

“Ultimately, the app can help

connect shoppers to the com-
mercial sales team, but no direct
ordering via the app.”

The app was specifically
designed with fleet customers in
mind.

Users will find information
about all Ford retail and commer-
cial vehicles, including Transit
Connect Taxi, Police Interceptor,
trucks and vans, chassis and cut-
aways – information not avail-
able via retail brochures or
Ford’s mobile website.
